EMPLOYEES

City Media is pleased to offer its employees accident insurance benefits which are unique in
the industry. Our insurance package not only insures employees against accidents occurring
on the job, but extends to their off-hours. It also provides 24-hour protection to depeyidants
and to eligible partners. A general description of the accident insurance package is shown
below. Any questions regarding it may be referred to our Human Resources Department

Our basic insurance is the same for all employees, and City Media makes enrolling in this
program a condition of employment. We make an exception for those who have the same or
greater coverage in an alternate plan. However, employees with other plans are still able to
have adult dependants enrolled in ours.
